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Producers must use organically grown seeds, annual seedlings, and planting stock. Untreated, non-organic seeds and planting stock may be used when equivalent organic varieties are not commercially available. Genetically Modified Organisms (GMOs) are not compatible with organic production and are prohibited. Organically grown seedlings must be used unless a temporary variance has been established due to a natural disaster. 

Non-organic planting stock for perennial crops must be organically managed for at least one year before it is organic. Both rootstock and graft must be organically grown to be considered organic.
